Dear Athletes, Staff and Federations! 
 
It is with great pleasure that I can herewith announce on behalf of the CPISRA Boccia Committee that the 
IPC Governing Board has granted CPISRA Boccia 16 extra slots for the Individual Competition in the 
Paralympic Games In London 2012. 
 
This means that as of January 2009 an individual athlete can also qualify for the Paralympic Games of 
London 2012 by ranking points obtained during the Regional Championships in 2009 (European, 
Asian&South Pacific and America’s),  the CPISRA Boccia World Championships in Portugal 2010,  the 
Asian Para Games in Gangzhou (China) 2010,  the CPISRA Boccia World Cup 2011,  the Para Panam 
Games 2011 in Mexico and the CPISRA Boccia European Cup for Individuals in 2011. 
The World Ranking list for Individuals will therefore start at 0 (zero) points as of January 2009. This list 
will be published before Xmas 2009 on the CPISRA website as well as the official IPC Qualification 
Criteria for London 2012 . 
 
The above means that countries in the developing regions ( for example Africa and South&Central 
America)  do not have to send a team or pair but can send an individual athlete to the events to qualify for 
the Individual Competition in the Paralympic Games. The athletes that have qualified with their team or 
pair are automatically qualified for the individual competition in the Paralympic Games. 
 
With this fantastic news I on behalf of the CPISRA Boccia Committee also take this opportunity to wish all 
athletes, personal care takers, staff, volunteers and federations involved in our sport Boccia  
a Merry Christmas and a very Happy, Healthy and Sportive 2010!
